Championships, World Cup Competitions and other major International Competitions. The ISU Special 
Regulations and the Technical Rules for Speed Skating and relevant parts of the ISU General 
Regulations, as adopted by the 2022 ISU Congress, will be addressed. 
 
The Course will include theoretical and practical parts. It is recommended that participants have had 
recent experience as a Sport Expert in ISU Events or International Competitions and have a good 
knowledge of the ISU Speed Skating Special Regulations, Technical Rules and relevant parts of the 
ISU General Regulations. The course will be conducted in English, therefore it is very important that all 
participants are able to communicate well in English.

2) Experienced Sport Experts who are considered for nomination to the 2024/2025 list of 
International Sport Experts. 

3) Experienced Sport Experts from ISU Members that will be hosting ISU Speed Skating Events 
during the seasons 2023/2024 and/or 2024/2025. 

 
For capacity reasons only a limited number of participants from categories 2) and 3) above will be 
admitted. Only participants with adequate experience as Sport Experts will be accepted. The ISU may 
request evidence that entered participants have the necessary qualifications.
