Decision of ISU Disciplinary Commission

On October 4, 2016 the ISU filed a complaint against Ms. Yelim KIM, a Figure Skater of the
Korean Skating Union, for an alleged ISU Anti-Doping Rule violation.

Following consideration of the alleged ISU Anti-Doping Rule violation, the ISU Disciplinary
Commission has, on November 25, 2016 taken the following decision:

‘V. Decision

1. Yelim KIM is declared responsible for an Anti-Doping violation, committed at the ISU
Junior Grand Prix of Figure Skating in Yokohama on September 11, 2016.

2. Yelim KIM is reprimanded and warned to not engage in similar conduct in the future,
which conduct will incure a more severe sanction.

3. Korean Skating Union has to reimburse the ISU for the costs of these proceedings.

4. The skater bears her own costs.’

The decision of the Disciplinary Commission is published in full on the ISU website.

This decision is subject to appeal to the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS), as per Article
25 Paragraph 12 and Avrticle 26 of the ISU Constitution 2016.
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
